Al our last SMA meeting, city represeniatives presented o
proposal for chonges in the program designed wo protect us
from problems issociated with night snd weekend basehall
at Wngley Field, The Arst change, which would tighten
controls on ihe distribation and ose of guesi parking
permits, med with mild scceptance. The other changes,
however, recetved sharp oppogition. The city plans o
eliminate the remote parking program for weekend day
pumcs, alleging thai the progrm was not cost effective.
Hesidents respondded with sccuisations that the program: hod
never been pdegqualcly supported or advertised by the city or

| The East Graceland Organization (BGO) is continuing s

cight year struggle for Clullenger Pork, three scres of City-
owned land just cast of Graceland Cemetery running from
lrving Park 1o Montrose. The park’s challenger, acconding
1o EGO, are Helen Shiller, alderman of the 46th Ward, and
the Tribune, owner of the Chicago Cubs. Ald. Shifler
claimed community support for a tree-studded parking lot at
the site, basing her claim on & survey which asked residenis
1o chooss betwoen nothing and a Tribune compromise
which would cregle parking between Irving and Buens and
leave the land from Boeona 1o Montrose undevelopod, Tna
cover ledier o the survey, Shiller wamed that i would be
"many years before moncy becomes available, if at all,” For
o park.

Joe Cun, president of EGO, cried “foal™ i the recent
meeting ... +MNA where he sought our seppart. In faci, he
clumed. the survey showed only 200 resudents supported
the Tribune propeasl, while earlier 1300 residenis signed &
EGO petition favoring a park and opposing » parking Loy
under any circumatances. “The hatthe for Challenger Park is
part of the larger war between the community and the
Chicago Cubs,” he declured.
